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SCHOOL POLICY ON MEETING PARENTS

The school recognises the importance of good relations between the classroom and the home and is most anxious to promote positive communications between teachers and parents. Where there is a shared understanding of this importance, pupils generally thrive so it should be in the interest of all parties to foster and maintain such a positive atmosphere.

1 Parents are always most welcome to make an appointment with teachers as the need arises and teachers may also make appointments with parents. 

2 Regular Parent Teacher meetings should always be scheduled outside of class times. Generally teachers will make all reasonable efforts to meet  parents. This is the custom and practice of the school.

3 Meetings should not be conducted at the classroom door. This is not fair to all  other pupils who are entitled to be taught at this time and a teacher cannot leave a class unsupervised on health and safety grounds. It is not a proper way to conduct a meeting between a parent and a teacher and does not serve the interests of either party well.

4 Unannounced meetings between parents and teachers should be discouraged and parents who are refused in such circumstances, should not take personal offence. A teacher may ask the parent to reschedule such a meeting to a more convenient time. A parent should ring the school or email  to make such an appointment.

5 A note will be made on the pupil’s Annual School Report where a parent has repeatedly, refused to meet with the teacher for the Annual Parent Teacher meeting. Parents will be alerted to this possibility when all other outstanding meetings have been concluded and when all reasonable efforts have been exhausted.

6 Meetings should be conducted in a courteous, business-like fashion between all parties. Teachers who are abused /threatened should terminate the meeting at once. Such meetings may be rescheduled when there is another teacher present.

7 Where two or more pupils from the same family are attending the school, a reasonable effort will be made to co-ordinate the meeting times so as not to inconvenience parents more than is necessary.

8  Meetings with parents may be  scheduled by the Principal, on occasions.
